Due to a comprehensive judiciary system, the basis for a systematic and successively developing training of the judicators is given.
(   Basis for the training and judging of the individual competitions are the judging criteria, which are laid down and publicised each subsequent year. These can be reviewed at any time on the homepage of the WSFed. The judging criteria apply to all types of WSFed competitions (A-C). 
(   Furthermore all judicators will be portrayed on the homepage of the WSFed for all to see.

(   By completing a higher exam level the judicator is automatically accredited for lower level licenses.

(   Prior to any competition a judge will be chosen as the head judicator. This person checks whether all required standards and rules are implemented and adhered to (Setup, Safety, etc.). He or she will also check all participating riders and has final say in any disputes relating to the participation at the contest or allocation of points for the World Ranking list. This person is also responsible for communicating the results to the WSFed.
(   It is possible to expand the system to lower levels of licensing (D-/E-License). These have to abide by the rules and regulations set out by the WSFed.

(   Special, well-founded requests for accreditation and licensing can be submitted for review by the WSFed. The WSFed will then decide on any possible variations of the set rules and regulations.

(  The license will be valid for the duration of 2 years. A minimum of one competition per year must be held and judged in order to keep the license (detailed proof required)
